Daughter Inspection Report on Mario Xacobeo

This past week I traveled to the Galician region of Spain to see the daughters of Mario Xacobeo, the August release from Xenetica Fontao.  Xacobeo is a BW Marshall son from a Rudolph daughter.
We saw 12 daughters of Xacobeo on this inspection tour.  We found the daughter group to be very consistent in their appearance regardless of the management system in use at the dairy farm.  Many of the herds were less than 100 cows although there were a few daughters in larger freestall systems.

Xacobeo does a great job with fore udders and nearly all udder traits.  He is one of the very best fore udder improvers that I have come across.  The fore udders are long, smoothly attached to the body and impressive.  The rear udders are high and wide with a very good crease.  Front teat placement is very correct.  This is an exceptional udder improver.

The Xacobeo daughters are quite angular with sufficient dairy character.  They also have a nice blend of strength and angularity.  They are slightly taller than their herdmates but not monster cows for stature.  They will make very good cows in many of the large commercial herds who desire long lasting, problem free cows.
The leg set is correct with no obvious issues.  They have excellent depth of heel but can be weak in their pasterns.  

Xacobeo is a super udder bull who will sire longevity.  They have excellent udder quality with their udders looking wrung out after milking.  Our customers will appreciate this trait.  He should have a lot of use in many of our customer’s herds.  He is an excellent mating on the daughters and grand daughters of Jocko Besne and Oman.  

The Xacobeo daughters have plenty of “style.”  I believe that there will be many Xacobeo daughters in the show string in the future.
I highly recommend that you consider including Xacobeo in your customers breeding program.
